RFID Tags Use and Installation

Radio Frequency ldentification Tags are an extremely useful tool
used for spot identification of oil sampling points and component
task locations (Checkpoint & CeRoast). When the tags are
installed properly they can be easily read by a handheld unit.
Please note the guidelines below when using these tags to ensure
the best performance possible.

RFID Tags contain a receiver encased in
the plastic of the tag. Although they are
very durable and should provide years of
service, there are a few things to
remember when installing and using
these tags.

Following the guidelines below will help to ensure
your RFID tags will be readable for years to come.

@ Install at a place as close as possible to the sample point
or component task location.

# Use a plastic strap or fine wire to attach the tag in place
making sure to leave at least %2 inch of space between the
tag and any metal surface.

® Using a fitting or bolt through the hole of the tag is suitable
as long as there is a small space behind the tag (1/2").

@ Although durable, try to keep the tags clean and damage
free.

Always leave space
behind the tag and
between the surface
of the the equipment.

Do not glue to a
metal surface with
any adhesive.
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
